Most anglers found the fishing challenging this week. Lower water levels coupled with an increase in weed has 
made it difficult to fish near the margins. Warmer water has tended to move the fish out to open water. Those 

that have caught commented that they had to work for the results. 
 

Rod Average 

The rod average for this week was 2.02 with 107 fish caught by 53 anglers 
 

Best Rainbow/Brown 

The heaviest Rainbow was 3lbs 2oz caught by C Fraser. 

The heaviest Brown was 1lb 8oz caught by M Wood. 
 

Top Spot 

The most popular spots have been around Fishtail, North End, Brown Ale Bay and the main basin. 
 

Methods & Flies 

The most successful patterns were both wet and dry flies including whiskers, damsel, snakes, black & green lure, 
orange blobs, green fritz and montanas. 
Floating lines through to sinking lines have been used this week.
