Popular areas this week have been Fishtail creek, Upperfields bay, Watersports Island, Sailing Club Island and Millfields.
Anglers are moving out into the deeper water as the water temperatures rise.

Methods & Flies

The most successful patterns were small Black Buzzers, Hot Head Damsel, Cruncher, Damsel Nymph, Diawl Bach, Gold
Head Montana, Bibio, Claret Hoppers, Black Spider, Ace of Spades, Cats whisker and Dries

Most anglers have used intermediate and floating lines.
