What a great week it has been!
Our current rod average is 4.83, some anglers had double figure returns.
Many fish being caught in deeper water in the main basin.

Rod Average
The rod average for this week was 4.83 with 251 fish caught by 52 anglers.

Best Rainbow/Brown
The heaviest Rainbow was 4lbs 90z caught by Nick Hemmings.
The heaviest brown was 1lbs 8oz caught by Robert McCleary.

Top Spot
The most popular spots have been around Buoy 3 & 8, Dam Wall, North End and the main basin.

Methods & Flies

The most successful patterns were Green Damesel, Black Minkie, pink snake, cats whisker, black fritz and blob.
Most anglers have fished on a drift in the main basin using intermediate or sinking lines using the fast retrieve
method.
