There has been a little drop in the rod average this week but anglers are still experiencing excellent conditions with a
number of fish being caught over 4lbs in weight.
The Northwest Fly Fishers brought 13 anglers for a competition on Sunday. A great day was had by all catching fish on
the drift.

Rod Average
The rod average for this week was 4.80 with 505 fish caught by 105 anglers.

Best Rainbow/Brown
The heaviest rainbow caught this week was 5lbs 30z by Mr Harding on a sedge near Tower Bank.
The heaviest brown caught was 2lbs 8oz by Mr Cozens on a dry fly.

Top Spots
The most successful areas have been Upperfields Bay, Sitch plantation, Fishtail creek, Buoy 4, 5, 7, 8, sailing club point
and Tower bank.

Methods & Flies

The most successful patterns were black & green lures, daddy long legs, sedges, hoppers, bibio, cats whisker, montana,
hothead damsel, black buzzer, and diawl bach.

Most fish have been caught using floating and intermediate lines.
