Many boats have fished further out from the margins and some have fished on the drift. A number of fish have been
caught on dry flies on the surface.

Relaxing day on the water

Rod Average
The rod average for this week was 6.77 with 623 fish caught by 92 anglers.

Best Rainbow/Brown
The heaviest rainbow this week was 7lbs 10z caught by Mr Brothwell on an Olive Popper.
The heaviest brown caught was 2lbs 120z caught by Mr Mcparlane on a Olive Quill.

Top Spots
The most successful areas have been Sheepwash, Fishtail Creek, Millfields, Stones island, Sailing club island, Half moon,
Tower bank and Upperfields Bay.

Methods & Flies

The most successful patterns were crunchers, damsel nymph, shipmans buzzer, black buzzers, black spider, diawl bachs,
orange blob, black fritz, claret bumble, cats whisker and hoppers

Most fish have been caught on floating and intermediate lines, most boats have fished in slightly deeper water a little
further out from the margins.

Early Closing - Sat 12th July 2014
On Sat 12th July the fishery will be closing at 7pm therefore all boats must be back to the jetty just before 7pm.

Ex Hire Bonwitco Fishing Boats.

We have a number of Bonwitco 'troutfisher' dromedile fishing boats for sale. These boats have been used on a freshwater water reservoir for
trout fishing. The boats are 15.5 ft long and as people who have used them will know an excellent boat for fishing ponds, lakes and sheltered
coastal waters. The boats have only been used on freshwater and have a number of defects that need to be addressed to bring the boat
back to a good serviceable condition. A number of areas need fibreglass/gelcoat repairs and the boat feels heavy so would suspect water

ingress from somewhere. As they are a fibre glass boat it should be straight forward to repair for someone who has the time. Trailers are not

included in the sale. Boats can be viewed by arrangement.
