The heaviest Brown was 4lbs caught by Clive Wilkins 
The heaviest Blue was 6lbs caught by Glenn Wicks 
 

Top Spot 
The most popular spots have been around the Main Basin, Fish Tail Creek, North Islands, Tower Bank and Buoys 
3, 5 & 8. 
 

Methods & Flies 

The most successful flies were pink snakes, daddies, montana, boobies, minkies, hoppers and blobs.  
Most anglers have fished on a drift using intermediate or slow sinking lines, some have found the stripping 
method has worked well.
