The rod average for this week was 5.42 with 542 fish caught by 100 anglers. 
 
Best Rainbow/Brown 
The heaviest rainbow caught this week was 6lbs 2oz by Mr I Moulsdale. 
The heaviest brown caught this week was 2lbs 10oz by Mr Grimes. 

 
Top Spots 
Popular areas this week have been Millfields, Upperfields Bay, Watersports Island, Sailing Club Island, Tower Bank and 
Brown Ale Bay. 
 
Methods & Flies 
The most successful patterns were Black Buzzers, Gold Head Montana, Hot Head Damsels, Ace of Spades, Cats Whisker, 
Diawl Bach and Buzzers. 
Most anglers have used intermediate and floating lines.
