The most successful areas have been Upperfields Bay, Sitch plantation, Fishtail creek, Buoy 4, 5, 7, 8, brown ale bay and
Tower bank.

Methods & Flies

The most successful patterns were daddy long legs, sedges, hoppers, bibio, black & green lure, cats whisker, montana,
hothead damsel, black buzzer, and diawl bach.

Most fish have been caught using floating and intermediate lines.
