Even with the changeable weather conditions 
of the past week we are pleased to report a 

fabulous rod average for this point in the 
season of 5.81. 

Most fish have been caught in deeper areas, 
moving out from the weed beds towards the 
middle of the water, with many fish caught 

whilst drifting.

Rod Average 
The rod average for this week was 5.81 with 309 fish caught by 53 anglers. 

 
Best Rainbow/Brown 
The heaviest rainbow was 3lb 12oz caught my Mr D Webster 
We have no record of browns caught this week. 
 
Top Spot 
Popular areas this week have been drifting across the main basin towards Fishtail creek and Stitch Plantation. Anglers are 
now moving out into the deeper water as the water temperatures rise. 

 
Methods & Flies 
The most successful patterns were minkie, black or orange blobs, black booby, claret bits, green fritz, cats whisker, 
montana and black hopper  
There has been a real mix of lines used this week from floating on a drift to sinking with a slow retrieve.
