This weekend has produced some excellent fishing conditions.
Most fish have been caught on the drift from the centre of the water to fishtail creek.
The rod average has increased again to 4.08.

Rod Average
The rod average for this week was 4.08 with 265 fish caught by 65 anglers.

Best Rainbow/Brown
The heaviest rainbow caught this week was 4lbs 60z by Mr R Grimes by Buoy 5 on a floating line.
The heaviest brown caught this week was 2lbs by Mr T Cooper.

Top Spots
The most successful areas have been Millfields, Dam Wall, Stitch plantation, Fishtail creek, Buoy 4 & 5 and the middle of
the reservaoir.

Methods & Flies

The most successful patterns were black & green lure, cruncher, bibio, sedges, montana, damsel fritz, blobs, and black
hoppers.

Most fish have been caught whilst drifting across deeper areas of the reservoir using intermediate lines with black & green
patterns on a fast retrieve.
