The heaviest Brown was 3lbs 40z caught by Mr Jacks.

Top Spot
The most popular spots have been Tower Bank, Watersports & Sailing Club Island, north end and Shiningford Creek.

Methods & Flies
The most successful patterns were Black Buzzers, snakes, Damsels, Dawl Bach, Bibios and Montana.
Intermediate and Sinking Tip lines have proved the most successful.
