Another great week of fishing this week with the rod 
average holding at over 8. Most anglers have fished using 
intermediate lines with buzzers or black & green patterns.

Rod Average 
The rod average for this week was 8.40 with 697 fish caught by 83 anglers. 
 
Best Rainbow/Brown 
The heaviest rainbow caught this week was 4lb 9oz by Mr P Webb. 
The heaviest brown caught this week was 3lbs plus by Mr J Daniels. 
 
Top Spots 

Popular areas this week have been Millfields, Upperfields Bay, Fishtail creek, Tower Bank and Halfmoon Field. 
 
Methods & Flies 
The most successful patterns were black buzzers, gold head montana, hot head damsels, ace of spades, cats Whisker, 
diawl Bach and buzzers. 
Most anglers have used intermediate and floating lines.
