The lowering water levels don't seem to be affecting the fishing averages too much. However, it is revealing
large areas of weed off the headlands and islands so please drive in deeper water away from the shoreline in
these areas.

The rod average for this week was 3.54 with 365
fish caught by 103 anglers.

Best Rainbow/Brown

The heaviest Rainbow was 5Ibs 30z caught by Mr
Harding

The heaviest brown was 3lbs 40z caught by S

Top Spot

The most popular spots have been around the
main basin, buoy 7 & 8, Fish Tail Creek,
Shiningford Creek and North End.

Methods & Flies
The most successful patterns were Pink Snake, Hoppers, Bibio, buzzers, nymphs, diawl bach, sedges, Black and
Green lures and various dries (mainly black). Most anglers have fished on a drift in the main basin using
intermediate or sinking lines using the fast retrieve method.

25 Year Anniversary Tagged Fish Competition

To mark Carsington Water's 25th Anniversary we have launched a tagged fish competition. We have released 25
tagged fish into the reservoir with a number of prizes to be won for those caught throughout the 2017 season.
