Best Rainbow/Brown 

The heaviest Rainbow was 4lbs 2oz caught by Neil Deakin. 

The heaviest Brown was 3lbs 2oz caught by Pete Mitchell. 

 
Top Spot 
The most popular spots have been around Millfields, East bank, 
Fishtail Creek and sailing club island. 
 
Methods & Flies 
The most successful patterns were both wet and dry flies including 

orange fab, booby, viva, white snakes, black & green lure, hot head 
damsel, black buzzer, blobs, hoppers, pink snakes and mayfly. 
The main method this week has been floating lines and many have 
been using the washing line method. 

 
Autumn Open Competition – Saturday 7th October 2017 
Carsington is a great venue for Fly fishing competitions and following the success of both our Spring and Autumn 

competitions we are pleased to announce the date for the 2017 Autumn Open on Sat 7th October 2017.
