Otherwise most fish have been caught on lures using sinking lines, whilst drifting across towards the
east shores

The rod average for this week was 2.08 with 96 fish caught by 41 anglers.

Best Rainbow/Brown

The heaviest Rainbow was 3Ib 8oz caught by Mr Mathews & Mr Hilton-Barker
The heaviest Blue was 2Ib 120z caught by Mr Neale

There were no browns recorded this week.

Top Spot
The most popular spots have been around buoys 4 & 5, Dam wall, main basin and the dam wall.

Methods & Flies
The most successful patterns were Boobies, Black & Green Fritz, Cats Whisker, pink snakes hot head Damsels.
Intermediate and sinking lines D17 & D13 with long leaders have proved the most successful.
